i) The ‘Seat Numbers’ and ‘Exam Centres’ of the candidate are available on 
the university website:- www.srtmun.ac.in. Seat numbers and Exam 
Centres will not be communicated to the candidate separately, it shall be 
the responsibility of the candidate to get the ‘Seat Number’ and ‘Exam 
Centres’ from the web-site 

ii) The candidates who do not get their ‘Seat Numbers’ and ‘Exam Centres’ 
on the web-site should immediately contact ‘Controller of Examination’ 
along-with the receipt of payment of entrance fee and application form. 

iii) Candidate will have to put the ‘Seat Number’ and ‘Exam Centre’ on the 
‘Admit Card’ and get it attested by the ‘Gazetted Officer’ or 
‘University/college Teacher’
